Second Annual Eastern Shore Birding Festival

If you missed it last year, don't make the same mistake twice! Mark your calendar for the
weekend of October 8 and 9, 1994, and plan to enjoy a spectacular fall weekend on the
Shore during the peak of the fall migration of songbirds and hawks.

The central point for coordination of festival activities is the Sunset Beach Inn, which is
located, at the southern tip of Virginia's Eastern Shore, just north of the Chesapeake Bay-
Bridge-Tunnel toll plaza on U.S. Route 13.
